The act regulates the

naturalization process and

requires applicants to
demanstrate English

proficiency. This has led to

increased demand for
Engilish teaching among
imimigrants, indirectly
alfecting the pattem of
language education in the
United States.

The bill encourages
assimilation through
English acquisition and
indirectly affects schools'
requiremants for students’
English proficiency.
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Literacy Test for

Immigrants
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In the yaar 1895 Henry
Cabot Lodge had
introduced a bill to the
U.S. senate to require a
literacy test for
immigrants. This test
required them 10 read five
lines from the constitution.
