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This study explored how connected technologies can be
developed using a user-centred design to enhance bilingual

language therapy for children with Developmental Language
Disorder (DLD).

It focused on “Olly’s Adventures”, a board game with a digital
companion app, designed to tap into multiple areas of language

development for bilingual children aged 5-8.
The main aim behind this tool was to bridge traditional play-
based therapy with interactive digital experiences, increasing

engagement and adaptability

A study obtained feedback about Olly Speaks at AIJU
(Children’s Products and Leisure). Children aged 3–
5 years were assessed together with their mothers, as
well as a group of speech and language pathologists.

Improvements

Games were considered slow, lacking in
movements and sounds and unappealing to
children
Experts considered that the pictures/illustrations
within the games were not clear
The price was too high (prices at Eur300)
None of the mothers would buy this toy for their
child due to its expense and due to the availability
of similar/more game options with a tablet
